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nowhere [ˈnoʊwer]
  Have you ever been somewhere that felt like nowhere?

  Do you enjoy quiet, nowhere-like places?

  Can you imagine living in the middle of nowhere?

doctor [ˈdɑːktər]
  Have you ever wanted to be a doctor?

  How often do you visit the doctor?

  What qualities do you think a good doctor should have?

picture [ˈpɪktʃər]
  Do you enjoy taking pictures?

  Do you have a favorite picture from your childhood?

  What picture do you have as your phone's background?

row, line; row [roʊ] [laɪn] [raʊ]
  Do you prefer sitting in the front or back row at events?

  Have you ever rowed a boat?

clever [ˈklevər]

  Have you been in a row with someone recently?

unfortunate; unfortunately [ʌnˈfɔːrtʃənət] 
  Have you ever had an unfortunate experience while traveling?

  Who is the most clever person you know?

  Do you think cleverness is more important than hard work?

  What’s a clever solution you’ve come up with recently?

  Do you think some people are just unfortunate?

  What's the most unfortunate thing that happened to you this week?

obedient; obey [oʊˈbiːdiənt] [oʊˈbeɪ]
  Were you an obedient child?

  Do you think being obedient is always a good thing?

  What rules do you find difficult to obey?

estate; real estate [ɪˈsteɪt] [ˈriːəl ɪˌsteɪt]
  Are you interested in real estate?

  Do you know anyone who works in real estate?

  Would you ever invest in an estate or a property?

  What’s the heaviest thing you’ve ever had to lift?

  How do you choose what to pick up when shopping?

thief, pl. thieves; theft [θiːf] [θe8]
  Have you ever experienced theft?

  What would you do if you caught a thief?

  Do you think people can change after being a thief?

comment [ˈkɑːment]
  Do you like reading comments online?

  How do you feel about people commenting on your work?

same; the same [seɪm]

  Do you prefer to keep your comments to yourself or share them?

building [ˈbɪldɪŋ]
  What’s your favorite building in your city?

  Do you and your friends have the same taste in music?

  What do you usually do at the same time every day?

  Have you ever wanted to do the same job as someone else?

  Would you like to live in a tall building?

  Have you ever visited a famous building?
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shampoo [ʃæmˈpuː]
  Do you have a favorite shampoo brand?

  How often do you shampoo your hair?

  Have you ever tried making your own shampoo?

embarrass; embarrassing [ɪmˈberəs] 
  What’s the most embarrassing thing that has happened to you?

  Do you get embarrassed easily?

girlfriend [ˈɡɜːrlfrend]

  How do you handle an embarrassing situation?

forward; forwarder [ˈfɔːrwərd] [ˈfɔːwədər]
  Do you look forward to the future?

  Do you think it’s important to have a close girlfriend or friend?

  What qualities do you think make a good girlfriend?

  Have you ever given advice to a friend about their girlfriend?

  Have you ever needed to forward an important email?

  Do you consider yourself an advanced learner?
